This Soil and Terrain dataset for Central and Eastern Europe (SOVEUR) version 1.1 is based on the original SOVEUR dataset version 1.0 at scale 1:2,500,000; available on CD-rom (FAO - Land and Water Digital Media Series No.10) or downloadable from ISRIC- World Soil Information.

The updated GIS files (2005) have been basis for the SOTER-based soil parameter estimates for Central and Eastern Europe (scale 1:2,500,000) and for the Harmonized Global Soil Resources Database (http://www.isric.org/Webdocs/Docs/ISRIC_Report_2006_07.pdf).
The folder (/PRIMARY DATA/SOTER DATABASE/SOVEUR_update) replaces the spatial and attribute data of the SOTER database for Central and Eastern Europe.  

It contains the updated GIS files for the SOVEUR countries (updated 2005) and a few minor corrections and adjustments in the primary SOTER database (updated 2007). 
The SOVEUR countries involved are:

Belarus, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova,

Poland, Romania, Russia (European part), Slovakia, Ukraine

The present update consists of:

· Adjusted GIS files for all country boundaries and coastlines of the SOVEUR area to the Digital Chart of the World (2005). 

· Polygons smaller then 10 km2 have been eliminated in the GIS file, mostly consisting of lakes and small water bodies.

· The GIS files for the Western and Eastern parts of the SOVEUR area (previous separate files) have been joined to one ArcGis 9.x and one ArcView 3.x file. 
· THE SOVEUR export files are still separated in a Western and Eastern part
· The soils layer covers all area of the SOVEUR countries.

· The landform and lithology cover only the Western part of the SOVEUR area and not the Russian Republic. 
· A few minor corrections were made in the SOTER database, e.g. the georeference of a number of profiles have been corrected and miscellaneous units and non-soil components have been recoded and have the following codes :

lakes (*ns1), 
glacier or land ice (*ns2), 
dunes (*ns4), rock outcrop (*ns5), 
urban area (*ns6), 
quarry (*ns7).
